In The Driver’s Seat 
We can do that in the obvious 
ways like wearing brightly colored 
clothing and helmets with 
reflective surfaces. Riding with 
our headlight on high during the 
daytime hours also gives an 
added edge.  
In addition, we need to ride in 
ways that make our presence 
more apparent to those we share 
the road with. Utilizing a good 
lane position—one where you are 
not in the blind spot of drivers 
around you — makes drivers 
more aware of you. Something 
as simple as always signaling 
your intentions well in advance of 
making a lane change or turn 
makes a motorcycle harder to 
ignore. Using hand signals can

This is where we will discuss all the events and 
rallies in our region and present our financial figures. 
Hope all of you are planning on attending Gold Rush 
XX and have your registration in.

We’re coming up on what many of us 
consider our favorite time of year. It’s 
that time when we can go from 
dreaming about riding, to actually 
getting to ride. After a winter like we 
just had, we all may need to 
remember some of the things that we 
do almost automatically as we get to 
ride on a regular basis. 
It is almost a cliché, when you hear a 
report of a car-bike collision, for the 
car driver to say, “I never saw the 
motorcycle.” Particularly early in the 
season — drivers just aren’t looking 
for us. Add to that the fact that 
motorcycles are smaller than cars, 
and we can be almost invisible.  
Since we can’t depend on them 
seeing us, we have to do all that we 
can to make them notice us. 

make your intentions even more 
apparent and sometimes just the 
movement of an arm will get you 
noticed. (If your bike doesn’t 
have self-canceling turn signals, 
you will go a long way toward 
building goodwill with those you 
are riding ahead of if you make 
the effort to cancel the signal.)  
As much as you may think that 
your signal should prepare 
drivers for your actions, don’t 
depend on your signals alone. 
Always – ALWAYS – do a head 
check to make sure that no one 
has advanced into your blind 
spot. (Again, the simple 
movement of your head can 
catch their eye.)

When slowing to a stop, it is a good idea to 
flash your brake light several times to give the 
drivers behind you time to slow down. 
Remember...your smaller size means that they 
other drivers may have a tough time judging the 
distance between them and you. That flashing 
brake light well ahead of the stop gives them 
more time to react. 
Make it hard for someone to NOT see you! 
Even after you have done everything you can to 
make yourself visible, don’t depend on being 
seen and given the space that you need. Drive 
defensively, aware of the traffic around you, 
anticipating possible problems well ahead of 
your present position. This gives precious time 
to avoid potentially dangerous situations. Keep 
your eyes moving over your intended path of 
travel, giving you valuable information as you 
anticipate what may happen next, and 
increased time to plan your strategy for 
handling those situations that are coming up. 
You are in the driver’s seat –                      
see and be seen.

As the weather gets nicer, a motorcycle 
enthusiast can’t fight the urge to get the bike 
out of storage. As I make 
plans to ready my Gold Wing 
for the new season, I’m 
reminded that there have  
been a lot of discussions 
about how and where we 
should get our rides serviced 
and what kind of oil to use.  
So what do you do? Refer to 
your owner’s manual. The 
manufacturer of your bike 
recommends oil types as well 
as when to change fluids (don’t forget about 

brake fluid and coolant). Most bikes’ coolant 
and brake fluids should be changed every 

two years.  
When you have this work 
done to your bike, make sure 
you use a qualified bike 
mechanic...and keep your 
receipt for the work done.  
Personally, I do not work on 
my bike except to clean and 
polish it. I seem to break 
more things than I fix . LOL
