Any time that we are out on the road
with our bikes, it is likely that we will
face challenges that we wouldn't if we
were on four wheels. Part of the
decision to ride means that we are
willing to accept the responsibility of
safe riding and hopefully that we have
a strategy to manage the increased
risk that we incur on a motorcycle.
Besides the fact that the folks in cars
tend not to see motorcycles, things like
weather, traffic, and the condition of
the road surface have a greater impact
on a motorcycle rider.

One of the hazards that we seem to
find ourselves dealing with more often
lately is the long black streaks of tar
that the Department Of Transportation
has become so fond of using to patch
the asphalt. They seem convinced that
if they just fill those cracks with that
semi-liquid tar mixture, they may get

another year out of the road surface.

The problem for a motorcycle rider is
that with only two wheels on the
ground, we don’t want to lose any
traction and if you've ever traveled
over those strips you know they can be
slippery, especially when it is hot. So
how should we deal with crack sealant
and tar strips?

As with any road hazard or obstacle,
don't fixate on the object you are
hoping to avoid. Look where you want
to go, not at what you hope to steer
clear of. As always on the bike, risk is
reduced as we increase our ability to
respond by allowing extra time and
space to maneuver. Looking well
ahead will enable you to see the tar
strips well in advance of crossing them,
giving you the opportunity to adjust
your speed & lane position, minimizing
their effect on your ride.

If you can’t avoid crossing the strips,
there are a few things you can do to
help you get over them with a minimum
of apprehension. Slow down and, as
much as possible, approach and cross
the tar strips at a 90’ angle, keeping
the bike in as upright a position as
possible. The strips seem to be the
slipperiest when you come into contact
with them at an angle or when the
motorcycle is leaned over. Keeping the
bike upright will keep a maximum
amount of tread on the road surface,
giving you the best traction. If you find
yourself going over tar strips in less
than an ideal position, you may be able
to navigate over them more safely by
squeezing the clutch, which
disengages the power to the rear
wheel. Once you are over the strip,
resume normal operation of the
motorcycle.

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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTION:
INSURANCE WE RECEIVE AS MEMBERS OF THE GWTA

The GWTA provides an umbrella policy that
protects the chapter and you (if you are a dues-
paying member) in case of an at-fault accident
where a lawsuit occurs. There are actually two
types of insurance. One is an event umbrella
policy, the other protects you as a GWTA
member.

The event policy covers all GWTA members
while they are participating at a GWTA-
sponsored event. The other policy protects
you—the GWTA member—whenever you are
driving but not participating in a GWTA event.
We'll go into some scenarios, to help make it
clear when each coverage is in place.

First scenario: Our chapter is hosting a dice
run. It's being held at a state park and the
weather is a little overcast with off-and-on
drizzle. One of the members of GWTA, while
driving the route, hits a patch of wet leaves,

skids out, and runs into a car. Everyone
involved in the accident suffers injuries. The
man who was driving the car sues the chapter
member and GWTA for damages. The chapter
member and the chapter are covered under
GWTA's event umbrella policy, because the
GWTA member was participating in a GWTA-
sponsored event.

Second scenario: You are on vacation, and
driving through a small town. You fail to yield at
a stop sign, and run into a car. Everyone
involved in the accident suffers injuries. The
person who was driving the car sues you for
damages. The third-party liability policy covers
you. Keep in mind that your personal insurance
will kick in first - and then GWTA's policy.

Third scenario: A GWTA member and spouse
are participating in a GWTA event. The GWTA
member has an individual membership. As you

might imagine, if this member causes an
accident, both the hushand and wife are sued.
He is covered by GWTA's umbrella policy, but
she is not. This could potentially wipe out the
savings for this couple, as a smart lawyer would
name her in order to get their personal assets,
before pursuing a suit against a corporation
where it might get tied up in court for a long
time.

| hope this helps the members of the Keystone
Wings understand how our insurance protects
us as members of the GWTA. Our membership
dues get us more than just a magazine. It gives
some extra protection while touring closing to
home or on a long trip. It's a small price to pay
for a little extra peace of mind.

Riding with a group...It's what we do! This
month we begin a series of articles on the
subject. The goal is to help educate those new
to the idea of riding in a group, while refreshing
the minds and skills of long-time riders.

When we're on the road with a group of friends,
we are a team and must think and drive as a
team to keep everyone safe and comfortable
with the ride. As with any team, we have a
captain or group leader who takes responsibility
for the ride and riders.

Whether we are a leader or a follower on a ride,
we should all be aware of the leader’s role and
respect and follow his or her plan.

Responsibility of Group Leaders:
A. Leadership of the group while in transit.
B. Be firm and decisive.

C. Explain routes to pre-determined
destinations.

D. If distance dictates, select some rest stops
and stick to the plan.

E. Explain the formations to be used during
transit; staggered formation should be
used for nearly all of the group rides.

F.  Trytofind out the riding skill level of the
group members you are leading, so that
you do not attempt to lead beyond their

ability
G. Explain the two-second rule and the
necessity to keep closed up.

H. Explain the lane numbers (lane #1 is the
fastest or left lane).

I. The group Leaders should select their own
Back Doors.

J. Maintain the integrity of the group

K. If the Back Door advises that one of the
group is having a problem and is leaving
the group, the Group Leader should bring
the group to a safe place to pull off and
wait fort the Back Door to report.

L. Recognize and obey all vehicle code rules
and regulations. (Watch speed limits).

M. Slow down if necessary, when the Back
Door tells you part of the group didn’t
make the light, etc.

N. Lane Changes (2 lane/2-way traffic): If it
looks like it is going to be a long drawn out
process to get all of the bikes in your
group around a vehicle, consider slowing
down instead and keep your group intact.

Lane Changes (highway with at least 2
lanes for your direction): The group Leader
informs the Rear Bike of the need to move
into another lane as well as the number of
the lane to move into. At the first

opportunity, the Rear Bike moves into the
new lane, preventing any traffic from trying
to pass the team in that lane. The Rear
Bike informs the Group Leader when the
lane is “secure” and the Group Leader will
then announce over the CB to all bikes in
his group “Let’s all move to the #___lane
... NOW!" The Group Leader hesitates
before saying NOW, allowing each driver a
few moments to look for themselves, that it
is safe to move over. Then all the bikes will
signal and follow the bike in front of them
into the new lane. This method is used
since not all bikes are equipped with CBs
and these drivers wouldn't otherwise know
that the group is moving to a different lane.
This is a better method than a simple free-
for-all and certainly looks better.

P.  Keep in mind that the Group Leader’s job
is not to be a tourist, but to maintain the
group in a safe manner. If you want to just
enjoy the ride, don't volunteer to be the
leader!

If there is more than one (1) group, use
group # when using the CB

You and/or your co-rider should point at
any hazards you may see on the road for
the bikes behind you, even if you have
already said something about it on the CB.
