In The Driver’s Seat 
"K" WINGERS ... consider for a 
moment, something new (a new 
column in our newsletter) about 
something old (our riding ability). 

We who have been riding a long 
time may know this already...and 
then again, maybe not . When we 
begin to negotiate a turn on the 
road—or a corner in town, where 
is your line of sight??  

Right!! You are looking at where 
you’re going, not at where you 
are. Even if we didn’t consider 
motorcycle skills, this idea can 
apply to how we conduct our 

personal living—"focusing on our 
goals and aims" instead of what we 
may be bogged down in today.  

On the highway curve, we are 
looking to where the road is 
disappearing into the curve. When 
in an in-town/90-degree corner, we 
are looking to the exit of the turn as 
we enter the corner. 

Anyone who has ever watched 
professional racers as they are 
negotiating turns on the track, can 
see that they are virtually looking 
over their shoulder to the exit of the 
turn, as they are going into the 

turn. 

A neat way to practice this is to 
find a vacant parking lot (like 
behind the Cranberry Mall) and do 
figure 8’s. This exercise will 
compel you to make both left and 
right turns ... practice makes 
perfect. 

Another little helpful hint (at least 
to me) is "Always make the road 
come slowly to you”. So, “Keep 
looking ahead” into Spring and a 
fun and safe 2007.
