In the August/September 
newsletter,  we discussed the Ride 
Leader’s responsibilities. But what 
about the “Back Door” position—or 
”Tail End Charlie” — as the last 
bike in the group is sometimes 
called? 

The Back Door is probably the 
most misunderstood and 
underrated job on a group ride. The 
Lead Bike leads the group, but the 
Rear Bike controls the group. 

The Back Door’s Responsibilities:  

1. Safety of the group and 
maintain the integrity of the 
group. 

2. Be the “eyes” of the leader and 
the “voice” when necessary, 
(For example: “Rider #3, close 
it up please”; vehicle passing 
on right; etc.). 

8. If  a member of the group goes 
down, transmit “BIKE DOWN! 
BIKE DOWN!” on the CB and 
stop as soon as possible to 
help and/or direct traffic away 
from the accident.  

9. If any member indicates by 
voice, action, or attitude that 
they don’t wish to—or are 
unable to—follow the rules of 
the group, the Group 
Leader/Back Door, has the 
responsibility and duty to 
remind that member of group 
safety. 

The bottom line is “Safety First” and 
we should all assume the 
responsibility for the safety of fellow 
group members.

3. Advise the Group Leader, if part 
of the group gets stuck by a 
light, another vehicle cuts into 
the group, etc., then also let 
him know when the group is 
back together again.  

4. Assist in most, if not all lane 
changes. Note: Never attempt 
to hold back other traffic to 
enable the group to change 
lanes...it’s unsafe, not wise, and 
illegal. 

5. To assist in lane changes at the 
discretion of the Leader. 

6. Watch for any hazards or 
problems with any of the 
group’s motorcycles. 

7. Assist any rider in the group 
that needs to pull over. Advise 
the Group Leader and pull over 
with the other rider.  

Each GWTA Membership that was

Rules & Regulations: 

1. Recruiting membership must 
have been active on July 1, 2007.
